Required Abstract Items:
Briefly, the project abstract indicates the important scientific points, which include the following:

1. Project Purpose and Its Importance
It is intended to indicate the purpose for which the project was undertaken, its importance, and the
problem that is being studied or intended to be solved or understood.

2. Research Question or Testable Hypothesis
The research question or hypotheses on which the project was conducted in order to be studied,
answered, or verified. It should be written in a clear and comprehensive manner, with reference to the
measured or considered variables.

3. Methodology, procedures, and data analysis
The steps followed to carry out the experiment and used to examine the problem and answer the
research question or prove or deny the hypothesis (the methodology used, the variables, materials,
tools, or statistical methods that were utilized in the project) are mentioned very briefly.

4. Results:
Only the basic and important results obtained from procedures and experiments are mentioned, and
they are in the form of specific, clear, and very concise numbers.

5. Conclusion
Summarize what has been achieved in relation to the research question or hypothesis.
